	National Curriculum Objectives:

· Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries, as well as the countries, continents and oceans studied at this key stage. 
	Vocabulary encountered in Nursery
Holiday, weather (hot, cold, sunny, snowy, etc) transport (car, train, boat, aeroplane etc) location (world, Borrowash, Derby), same, different, maps, travel brochures, travel agents

Vocabulary encountered in Reception
Begin to know some details of their address (number, street name, village, city, county) school address, maps, street view, aerial view, names of buildings (house, bungalow, flats, detached), names of features in the locality (school, park, shops, brook, railway line, river, Elvaston castle, lake), up, down left, right, road, street, corner, other features (not local – hills, mountain, sea, beach, countryside, fields, streams, caves, bridges, tunnels) different buildings eg huts, tents, igloos, food, eat, diet, more transport options (buses, bikes, walk, run, horses, donkeys etc), materials which houses are made from (bricks, slate, mud, wood, ice, etc)

During Year 1
During our Winter Wonderland topic in Y1, children were taught the 7 continents (Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe, Australasia) and that the UK is part of Europe. They explored and used world maps to identify the UK, Arctic and Antarctica. The children understood there are colder and warmer climates in the world.

	Previous learning and links
Children have previously looked at maps and symbols with a key during the topic ‘Castles and Dragons’. This topic also included identifying the UK on a map and learning the 4 countries that make up the UK. During this previous Topic, the children have looked at comparing two different places (UK and Caribbean) as well as studying our local area (human and physical features) and creating a map with a key. 

Our other geographical topic is ‘Winter Wonderland’, where the children looked at maps and symbols with a key. 

Through Science in Y1, children are also aware of the four seasons and weather changes in relation to where we live. 

Through Computing, the children worked on giving directions and planning routes.
