	Vocabulary encountered in Nursery and Reception

During the time in our Early Years setting, we have provided children with a range of materials and opportunities with which to design and create. Through continuous provision, children have been free to explore and develop their own artistic preferences.
Children have:
· Explored different materials freely, to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make.
· Developed their own ideas and then decided which materials to use to express them.
· Joined different materials and explored different textures.
· Explored, used and refined a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings.
· Returned to and built on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them.
· Created collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills.
During Year 1- Not able to fully complete due to flooding in school and lack of space for art when housed at the junior school- work was limited to Georgia O’Keefe.
· Children recorded and explored ideas from first hand observation, experience and imagination. 
· Children asked and answered questions about the starting points for their work and the processes they have used. 
· Children developed their ideas.
During Year 2
· Children experiment with tools and surfaces 
· Children draw as a way of recording experiences and feelings 
· Children discuss use of shadows, use of light and dark 
· Children sketch to make quick records 
· Children begin to describe colours by objects.
· Children make as many tones of one colour as possible (using white).
· Children darken colours without using black.








	Previous learning & links
Children have looked at different artists (Georgia O’Keefe, Andy Goldsworthy, Frida Kahlo). This included drawing, sketching and mixing paint colours.  It involved looking at similarities and differences in different artists work and considering the question ‘What is Art?’ Children have experimented with using different tools and materials for different effects and artistic design (for year 2, particularly during their traditional tales topic at the start of year 1. Year 1 children have experimented with a variety of media in early years).

	Key knowledge that children should know and remember by the end of the topic

What is a portrait? An artist makes ‘picture’ of somebody else. 
I know what facial features are
I know what an artist is
Can you explain the difference between a portrait and a self-portrait?  An artist makes a picture of themselves.
What does Julian Opie do? He is an artist who makes portraits using simple lines and only a few colours.
What does Frida Khalo do? She is an artist who mainly draws self-portraits and uses the world around her to add to the picture, such as flowers, animals, Mexican clothing, buildings.
What does Picasso do? He was an artist who painted and made sculptures of portraits. His art form was Cubism and his portraits can be abstract in design.
How can we make paint colours lighter/darker? Mixing and shading-adding white/black
Year 2:
I know what a sculpture is and what sculptures can be made out of.
I can compare the work of 3 different artists and say what I like and don’t like about their work.
