	[bookmark: _GoBack]Year 1: Travel and Transport

	National Curriculum Objectives:

· changes within living memory e.g. steam trains to diesel and electric
· significant historical events, people and places in our own locality. (Rolls Royce)
· the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Some should be used to compare aspects of life in different periods (The Wright Brothers, First Moon Landing Astronauts, Mae Carol Jemison)
	Building on from EYFS: Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history
Spend time with children talking about photos and memories. Encourage children to retell what their parents told them about their life-story and family.
Comment on images of familiar situations in the past
Children have discussed pictures, stories, artefacts and accounts from the past, explaining similarities and differences. Show images of familiar situations in the past, such as homes, schools, and transport. 
Children have hands-on experiences that deepen children’s understanding, such as visiting a local area that has historical importance. 
Look for opportunities to observe children talking about experiences that are familiar to them and how these may have differed in the past. 
Offer opportunities for children to begin to organise events using basic chronology, recognising that things happened before they were born.
Compare and contrast characters from stories, including figures from the past.
Frequently share texts, images, and tell oral stories that help children begin to develop an understanding of the past and present. 
Feature fictional and non-fictional characters from a range of cultures and times in storytelling. 
Listen to what children say about them. 
Draw out common themes from stories, such as bravery, difficult choices and kindness, and talk about children’s experiences with these themes.
In addition to storytelling, introduce characters, including those from the past using songs, poems, puppets, role play and other storytelling methods.

	Key People:
Charles Rolls and Henry Royce- founders of Rolls Royce motor vehicle and aircraft manufacturers, based in Derby 
Henry Ford- invented of the Model T motor car
Elon Musk- pioneer of electric vehicles (Tesla)
The Wright Brothers- Orville Wright (August 19, 1871 – January 30, 1948) and Wilbur Wright (April 16, 1867 – May 30, 1912), were American aviation pioneers, credited with inventing, building, and flying the world's first successful motor-operated aircraft.
George Stephenson- a former miner working as an engine-wright at Killingworth Colliery, developed the first steam locomotive to work in Scotland (1817). In 1825, Stephenson built Locomotion No. 1 for the Stockton and Darlington Railway, north-east England, which was the first public steam railway in the world. 
Robert Stephenson- (son of George) In 1829, built in Newcastle, The Rocket was entered in and won a competition. This success led to the company emerging as builders of steam locomotives used on railways in the UK, US and much of Europe. The Liverpool and Manchester Railway opened a year later making exclusive use of steam power for passenger and goods trains.
Neil Armstrong- (August 5, 1930 – August 25, 2012) was an American astronaut and aeronautical engineer who in 1969 became the first person to walk on the Moon. 
Buzz Aldrin- (January 20, 1930) is an American former astronaut, engineer and fighter pilot. He made three spacewalks as pilot of the 1966 Gemini 12 mission. He was the Lunar Module Eagle pilot on the 1969 Apollo 11 mission and became the second person to walk on the Moon after mission commander Neil Armstrong.
Mae Carol Jemison- (born October 17, 1956) is an American engineer, physician, and former NASA astronaut. She became the first African-American woman to travel into space in 1992.

	Key Vocabulary: 
Comparing- noticing similarities or differences
Timeline- a graphical representation of a period of time, on which important events are marked or a chronological arrangement of events in the order of their occurrence.
Order- the arrangement of events in the sequence in which they occurred.
Chronology- the arrangement of events or dates in the order of their occurrence.
Events- something that happens or takes place (usually important).
Past and Present- what happened a long time ago and what happens now.
Similarities and Differences- things that are the same as in the past and things that are not the same.
Source- the place or thing that something comes from.
Evidence- information that tells you something is true.
Old and Modern- belonging to the past/belonging to the present
Earliest - near the beginning of a particular time/period
Latest- being the most recent event/thing
Recent- having happened or been done not long ago
Transport- take or carry (people or goods) from one place to another by means of a vehicle, aircraft, or ship.
Suitable- right or appropriate for a particular person, purpose, or situation.
Invented- create or design something original (never seen or done before)
Power- supply with mechanical or electrical energy
Famous- known about by many people
Identify- establish or indicate who or what (someone or something) is.
Steam trains- a vehicle that runs on tracks and is powered by steam.
Photographs- a picture taken using a camera
Significant- important
Impact- have a strong effect on someone or something.
