	Building on from EYFS:
During the time in our Early Years setting, we have provided children with a range of materials and opportunities with which to design and create. Through continuous provision, children have been free to explore and develop their own artistic preferences.
Children have:
· Explored different materials freely, to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make.
· Developed their own ideas and then decided which materials to use to express them.
· Joined different materials and explored different textures.
· Explored, used and refined a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings.
· Returned to and built on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them.
· Created collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills.

Revisit Year 1 learning:
· Children recorded and explored ideas from first hand observation, experience and imagination. 
· Children asked and answered questions about the starting points for their work and the processes they have used. 
· Children developed their ideas.
· Children explored the differences and similarities within the work of artists, craftspeople and designers in different times and cultures (Andy Warhol, Julian Opie Frida Khalo, Pablo Picasso, Georgia O’Keefe)
Year 2 learning: 
· Children experiment with tools and surfaces 
· Children draw as a way of recording experiences and feelings 
· Children discuss use of shadows, use of light and dark 
· Children sketch to make quick records 
· Children begin to describe colours by objects.
· Children make as many tones of one colour as possible (using white).
· Children darken colours without using black.

	Key Learning:
· To investigate different types of sketching pencils.
· To investigate different paints.
· To be able to identify colours and the objects that are associated with them.
· To be able to identify primary colours.
· To be able to mix primary colours to create secondary colours.
· To be able to create light and dark shades of colour.
· To investigate styles of illustration within texts.
· To investigate mixed media and collage.

	Key Knowledge that children should know and remember by the end of the topic:
I can name the primary colours (Magenta, Cyan, Yellow)
I know that I can alter the shade of colours by using black and white with a colour

I know what the foreground and background are in a picture (what is at the front of the picture and what is within the back of the landscape)
I know that a collage is a collection of materials brought together to make one final piece (describe textures of chosen materials)
I know the difference between an H, a B and an HB pencil (light, dark, heavy, shade)
Y2: I can name the secondary colours (Green, Purple, Orange)
I can state the differences and similarities between pastel crayons and chalks (smudge, crumble, smooth)
I can talk about how I have used pencils to shade (hatching, cross-hatching, random hatching, contour hatching, stippling and ink wash)
I can evaluate my final piece, stating what I like, dislike and would do differently
