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	Geography National Curriculum Objectives:
•Locational knowledge - name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans
•Place Knowledge - understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country
•Human and physical - identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles.
•Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries, as well as the countries, continents and oceans studied at this key stage

	Previous EYFS learning:
Children have had the opportunity to investigate the world around them, whether this is locally, nationally or globally. They can talk about what they can see and will use all their senses to explore. They will also be able to draw information from a simple map and discuss what they see and what it means. Children will also be able to recognise that some environments are different from the one which they live and have an understanding of the effect of changing seasons on the natural world.
Vocabulary encountered in Nursery
Holiday, weather (hot, cold, sunny, snowy etc) transport (car, train, boat, aeroplane etc) location (world, Borrowash, Derby), same, different, maps, travel brochures, travel agents

	Key Factual Learning:
· The 7 continents are Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe, Australasia.
· The UK is part of Europe.
· The 5 oceans are the Pacific Ocean, Arctic Ocean, Indian Ocean, Atlantic Ocean and Southern Ocean.  
· Use world maps to identify countries, continents and oceans. 
· Polar bear, Arctic fox, Arctic Hare, Snowy Owls, Seals, Reindeer, Walrus, and Orca can be found in the Arctic.
· Penguins can be found in Antarctica but not in the Arctic.
· Antarctica is a land mass covered by snow and ice but the Arctic is made up of frozen water.
· Many people live in the Arctic region but only seasonal scientists and visitors are allowed in Antarctica.
· Ernest Shackleton was an Edwardian gentleman and Antarctic explorer from a hundred years ago.
