Communication and Language
Use drawing club, story time and Charanga to listen to and talk about stories , poems and rhymes to build familiarity and understanding
Use questioning to enable children to think more deeply about stories and what is happening. 
Support children to listen and answer questions appropriately
Encourage children to ask questions to clarify their understanding of what has been said.
Expand understanding of stories by beginning to look at the features e.g. they have a beginning a middle and an end, something happens and they solve the problem etc.
Encourage children to use the key vocabulary in a variety of contexts through the week.
Encourage children to form and talk in sentences in groups and CP.
Have a wow word and wow sentence board.
Develop interest in and understanding of non-fiction books.
PSED
Encouraging the children to have a go and keep trying in a variety of contexts to build resilience and perseverance. Try to develop this in safe contexts for the child so that they can then transfer the skills to more challenging situations.  
Keep encouraging the children to do things for themselves and become more independent. Introduce a weekly challenge to support parents at home. 
Use the colour monster scheme and stories to further explore , identify our emotions and choices and how these can affect others
Work on supporting the children to ask each other for help and helping each other.
Help children to understand how they can make good choices in different situations to help them build respectful relationships.
Continue to build self-confidence and self-esteem.



                                          
Physical Development (Outside PE and Large Apparatus)
Develop body strength, balance and coordination through practicing using climbing equipment safely and competently in PE, negotiating space effectively and developing a more fluent way of moving
Increase the range of both large and fine motor tools and equipment that they use. 
Through daily routines discuss healthy living in regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene. 
Continue to develop small motor skills so that they use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons. (Specifically scissors)
Introduce a range of balls and small apparatus outside to further developing and refining a range of ball skills including: throwing, catching, kicking, passing, batting and aiming
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Mathematics
Move from daily practice of counting to 10 and back to counting to 20 and back.
Through maths sessions and practical activities continue to develop understanding of :
· Counting objects,actions and sounds up to 10
· Use number names and symbols including linking number symbol to groups of  objects
· Begin to estimate the number of things
· Subitise up to 5 confidently and begin to subitise larger numbers by subitising smaller groups
· Understand 1 more and less and subtract and add 1.
· Explore the composition of numbers to 10, exploring partitioning on different ways. Automatically recall number bonds to 5 and some to 10
· Begin to use signs e.g. numerical symbols, tallies, +, - and =
· Compare length, weight and capacity using relevant vocabulary, predicting and paying attention to fairness and accuracy
· Become familiar with measuring tools
· Order and sequence events using everyday language related to time e.g. first, next, before, after










Literacy

Through Monster Phonic session, drawing club and continuous provision encourage children to;
- identify sounds, including phonemes and other digraphs
- read some letter groups that represent one sound
- read some high frequency words.
- read simple phrases and sentences made of known phonemes and HFW.
- listen to and hear the sounds to in CVC  and CVCC words.
- spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sounds/letters
- think of and write a short, simple sentence. 
Continue to explore the authors and illustrators of the books that we read.
Encourage the children to listen to stories and use questioning to help them to talk about what is happening in more depth and suggest what else might happen.
Encourage children to use learnt words and phrases to discuss familiar stories when playing

Expressive and Creative Arts
Plan in art days to offer the opportunity to explore various artistic effects which they can then use when working independently
Situate an adult in the creative area more often to support with use of tools, exploring techniques etc.
Encourage the children to draw on the skills outlined above to approach new and different work that they might be producing. 
Support the children to have a purpose for their creations and constructions. Use questioning to develop a bit of forethought and planning. Encourage them to effectively use media and materials to achieve this.
Encourage children to go back to a piece of work and think about how they could add to it, improve it or do it better.
Begin to use art as a means of expressing themselves, their character , personality and emotions.
Begin to use a variety of resources to create props to support their play
Continue to use Charanga, Go Noodle etc. to encourage the children to engage in music and dance and develop their skills. Introduce instruments and body percussion in these sessions to explore the beat.
Watch and talk about dance and performance art, encouraging the children to begin to express their feelings and responses.
Demonstrate and encourage children to effectively use body parts and instruments to tap a simple beat in a variety of contexts.
Develop their pretend play by adding meaningful storylines
Understanding the World
RE Key question 1 – Which stories are special and why?
Continue to explore the changing seasons and the effect on the natural environment on a daily basis. Go for a Spring  walk to the park or the castle. 
Use stories to help children to find and discuss similarities to their own lives, special events and experiences. 
Look at how the stories, programmes and non-fiction books portray the past and how this compares to their experiences – look for similarilties and differences.
Use stories and discussions to think about they have grown and changed and how they might grow and change in the future. 
Use stories, non-fiction books and films to look at and explore plants and seeds and how they grow.
