We have now received the final report from our Ofsted inspection which took place on the 4th and 5th of February 2025. It is attached here for you to read.

 ‘The ethos of Ashbrook Infant School focuses on the care and nurture of all its pupils and families. Pupils feel safe, and their relationships with staff are positive and supportive.’

The inspectors spent time talking to the children, looking at their books and speaking to staff and senior leaders about a range of subjects and aspects of school life. Inspectors found that children know that staff will take their worries and concerns seriously- the children told them that they enjoy coming to school. This was reflected within the parent questionnaires that you kindly completed for us too. 

There is much to celebrate within the report which recognises that some areas of the curriculum have been well designed, however, we recognise that there is still work to do.

The report recognises that the children in the early years have a positive start to their education through learning in a calm and purposeful environment with a focus on promoting children’s language and communication development.  
The report acknowledges the positive impact of changes that have taken place since the last inspection. Thank you to everyone for their hard work and support to help us move in the right direction- without this partnership, our children would not flourish as they do.
